Authorization to Execute Agreement regarding Additional Funding of Major 
Drainageway Plan (MDP) for Slaughterhouse Gulch with MHFD 

 
 WHEREAS, SEMSWA is participating in a Major Drainageway Plan (MDP) for 
Slaughterhouse Gulch with Mile High Flood District (MHFD); and  
  
 WHEREAS, MHFD included the MDP for Slaughterhouse Gulch in its 2024 
Work Program at the request of SEMSWA and Littleton; and 
 
 WHEREAS, SEMSWA is a co-sponsor of the MDP; and 
 
 WHEREAS, MHFD has paid $100,000 (50.0%) of the total project cost 
($200,000) for the MDP, City of Littleton has paid $50,000 (50.0%), and SEMSWA has 
paid $50,000 (50.0%) as their local cost shares; and  
 

WHEREAS, Slaughterhouse Gulch MDP is partially completed; and 
 

WHEREAS, the consultant has prepared an additional scope and fee to 
complete the study and the additional funding needed is $130,000; and 

 
WHEREAS, the additional master plan contributions are MHFD will pay 

$65,000 (50.0%) of the total project cost ($130,000) for the MDP, City of Littleton will 
pay $32,500 (50.0%), and SEMSWA will pay $32,500 (50.0%) as their local cost share; 
and 

 
WHEREAS, the new maximum contributions are MHFD will pay $165,000 

(50.0%) of the total project cost ($330,000) for the MDP, City of Littleton will pay 
$82,500 (50.0%), and SEMSWA will pay $82,500 (50.0%) as their local cost shares; and 
 
 WHEREAS, SEMSWA desires to study Slaughterhouse Gulch to update the 
effective hydrologic and hydraulic models with the updated and accepted hydrology 
information; investigate opportunities to incorporate regional detention and water 
quality improvements; identify areas of flood risk and/or drainage problems; evaluate 
and recommend design solutions to address such drainage problems and reduce 
flood risk; and to prioritize and program future SEMSWA capital improvement 
and/or maintenance projects; and  
 
 WHEREAS, SEMSWA has adopted a budget for calendar year 2026 
subsequent to public hearing which includes funds for this amended MDP. 
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:  
 

1. The Board authorizes the Executive Director to execute an Amendment to 
the Agreement regarding Funding of Major Drainageway Plan for 
Slaughterhouse Gulch with MHFD. 
 

2. Total cost for the work authorized herein, without prior authorization of the 
Board, is $32,500 payable to MHFD.
